Skin Condition Definitions

	1.
	Abrasion:  surface layer of skin abraded by friction

	2.
	Burn:  skin injury resulting from exposure to heat, caustics, electricity, or some radiations, marked by varying degrees of skin destruction and hyperemia often with the formation of water blisters and in severe cases charring of skin

	3.
	Denudement:  removal of epithelial covering from irritants such as urine and/or feces

	4.
	Ecchymosis:  the escape of flood into the tissues from ruptured blood vessels marked by a livid black-and-blue or purple spot or area; often referred to as a bruise

	5.
	Eczema:  the most common type of dermatitis (inflammation of the skin) characterized by an episode of itching, redness, and tiny bumps or blisters.  When it develops into a long-term condition (chronic eczema) it leads to skin thickening, scaling, flaking, dryness, and color change

	Lesion:  a change or response to a skin injury
